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I.  PROJECT DESCRIPTION

1.0 INTRODUCTION

The City of Folsom (City) is proposing a pipeline intertie between a water main operated by
the City Utilities Department and a water main operated by the El Dorado Irrigation District
(EID) (Project). Currently, the systems are independent of each other with the City’s line
operating at approximately 60 psi and the EID line operating at approximately 165 psi. The
City, in coordination with EID, would like the ability to transfer water flow to and from
either system for emergency purposes. For this to occur, the two water lines need to be
connected with a new pressure reducing/flow sustaining system and booster pump system
that would allow: 1) controlled flow from EID to the City, and 2) pumping lower zone City
water into the higher pressure EID system. The Project would be designed to meter flow
between the City and EID when emergency water is required by either system.

A Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) is being developed between the City and EID for
coordination of emergency use of the proposed water main interconnection. Implementation
of the Project and its operations are included in the scope of the MOU. The interconnection
would supply emergency water from one party to the other on a limited, short-term basis
when reasonably unanticipated and unforeseen emergencies interfere with either water
purveyor’s ability to maintain reliable water service.

The proposed Project would operate during a variety of emergency events, including
natural disaster, fire, broken water mains, loss of electric power, or unforeseen events which
would temporarily interrupt the water supply to customers. However, the interconnection
would not be used for low pressure problems or outages resulting from inadequate
infrastructure, and/or higher than normal or expected water demands caused by existing or
new connections. In addition, the interconnection would not be operated solely as a result
of either party declaring drought conditions. However, if an emergency event occurs, and
the emergency event happens to occur during a drought period, then both the City and EID
would still be able to utilize the interconnection to access the necessary water supply during
the declared emergency event.

The water main interconnection valves for both the City and EID would be operated
manually to ensure the water would only be accessed during an emergency event. The
MOU would require an approved operator to be present from both agencies, prior to
turning on the valve to access the water through the intertie system. Use of the
interconnection by either agency would be metered, and the terms for payment of the usage
would be addressed in the MOU.
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4.1 Proposed Project Components

Construction of a Pressure Reducing / Flow Sustaining Station (PRFS Station) and a Booster
Pump Station would be required to meet the City’s and EID’s needs to transfer water flow
to and from either system for emergency purposes. The PRFS Station would be located
within the City of Folsom and the Booster Pump Station would be located in El Dorado
County. The City’s Utilities Department would manage operations of the PRFS Station, and
EID would manage the Booster Pump Station.

Pressure Reducing / Flow Sustaining Station

The PRFS Station would be located between Sophia Parkway and Muirkirk Court on the
west side of the existing sound wall at Sophia Parkway. The PRFS Station would consist of
the following:

1) Installation of the PRFS Station above the ground on an 8x10 concrete slab with a
cyclone fencing enclosure.

2) Installation of approximately 300 feet of a new 10” Ductile Iron Pipe (DIP) or
polyvinyl chloride (PVC) class 200 pipe water main line connecting the City and EID
systems. This new line would cross Sophia Parkway. Water conveyance capacity
would be approximately 2,500 gallons per minute (gpm).

3) Installation of a high flow pressure reducing/flow sustaining valve on the water
main. The valve would have a maximum design flow of 2,500 gpm and a minimum
design flow of 500 gpm.

4) Installation of a two-way propeller meter at the station that would be located below
ground in a vault.

5) Installation of new 10 butterfly valves on the existing City water main line.

6) The station would be entirely manually operated, with provisions in the design for
potential future electronic communications for remote operation and control.

7) The PRFS Station would be located adjacent to Muirkirk Court and accessed by
construction and operations staff from Muirkirk Court, and therefore the Project site
would not require an additional access road to be constructed.

Booster Pump Station

The Booster Pump Station would be located within the existing EID sewage lift station site
which is located on the east side of Sophia Parkway. The Booster Pump Station would
consist of the following:

1) Designed for a flow of 1400 gpm, and would take flow from the City’s operational
pressure of 58 psi to EID’s operational pressure of 164 psi.

2) A set of connections would be made available to EID for future installation of a
pump to be supplied by EID.

3) Installation of approximately 146 feet of new 10” DIP or PVC class 200 water line,
and three (3) 10” valves for isolation and bypass functions to support the future EID
pump. Both the EID water main line and EID sewage lift station are located on the
east side of Sophia Parkway.
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Roadway Access to the PRFS Station

The City would access the PRFS Station from Muirkirk Court, and would require the City to
obtain an easement from the City’s Landscaping and Lighting Division for construction of
the PRFS Station and the associated pipeline. Since the Project site would be accessed
directly from Muirkirk Court, no additional roadways would be constructed for the Project.

4.2 Proposed Project Construction Methods

Project construction would begin in October 2009 and continue for approximately 30 days.
Excavation for the placement of the 10” DIP or PVC water main across Sophia Parkway
would not exceed more than six (6) feet in depth. No dewatering measures are anticipated
as part of the proposed Project.

Project construction would be performed Monday through Friday between the hours of 7:00
a.m. and 6:00 p.m., and would most likely include a construction work crew of no more than
8 people. Work would not be conducted between the hours of 6:00 p.m. and 7 a.m. or during
City holidays. In addition, no lanes of traffic would be closed to the public during the peak
hours of 6:30 am. and 8:00 am. and 3:30 p.m. to 6:00 p.m. All work areas would be
reopened to traffic at the end of the workday unless otherwise approved by the City of
Folsom Engineer.

The proposed Project activities would take place within existing rights-of-way and
easements of the City of Folsom Utilities Department, County of El Dorado Department of
Transportation, and EID. The City is currently working with the Division of Landscaping
and Lighting on the proposed easement for access to the PRFS Station site prior to the
commencement of Project activities.

Construction equipment would be expected to include light-duty utility trucks, a backhoe
for trenching, a crane or boom for pipe movement, a pick-up truck with flat bed trailer for
pipe delivery, a small dump truck (6 cubic-yard capacity), pavement cutter, water truck,
portable generator, and an asphalt paver and compactor.

A construction staging site for the Project work would not be provided by the City for the
contractor. The contractor may negotiate with private property owners or other agencies to
obtain agreements for staging. Such agreements would be in writing and must be approved
by the City. The staging site would be in the immediate vicinity and limited to existing
disturbed areas. During Project activities, the contractor’s use of the site would be
conditioned for litter control and waste material, and the site would be maintained by the
contractor in an orderly condition throughout the construction period.
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5.0 PROPOSED PROJECT OPERATIONS AND MAINTENANCE

The City’s Utilities Department Engineering and Compliance Division oversees the design
and management of capital improvement projects. The Utilities Maintenance Division
would be responsible for managing and maintaining the PRFS Station and the associated
new water main line connecting the City and EID systems.

The EID staff is responsible for maintaining its water delivery system to meet public service
requirements within its jurisdiction. EID would be responsible for maintaining the Booster
Pump Station that would be located within the boundary of the existing EID sewage lift
station on the east side of Sophia Parkway.

6.0 ENVIRONMENTAL REVIEW AND POTENTIAL PERMITTING
REQUIREMENTS

CEQA review and applicable permits would be required before City commencement of the
proposed Project activities. Table 1, on the following page, lists the anticipated agency
reviews and permits that would be necessary for the City to implement the Project.
Consultation with David Lancaster, of the California Department of Health Services (DHS),
occurred on July 27, 2009, regarding implementation of the Project. Mr. Lancaster stated that
DHS supports the use of water main interconnections for emergency purposes, as long as an
MOU is developed between the cooperating agencies to ensure appropriate utilization of
the system. Additionally, Mr. Lancaster indicated that a permit from DHS would not be
required for implementation of the Project.

The proposed Project activities would take place within the Mountain Counties Air Basin
(MCAB) and the Sacramento Valley Air Basin (SVAB), and the Project area is within the
jurisdictions of both the El Dorado County Air Quality Management District (EDAQMD)
and the Sacramento Metropolitan Air Quality Management District (SMAQMD). Both the El
Dorado and Sacramento counties are designated as “serious non-attainment” for the federal
8-hour ozone standard. Under the state regulation, El Dorado County is designated as non-
attainment and Sacramento County is designated as “serious non-attainment” for the 1-hour
ozone standard, and both counties are non-attainment for particulate matter less than 10
micrometers in diameter (PM) (EDAQMD 2002) (SMAQMD 2009). Both the EDAQMD and
SMAQMD are either designated as attainment or unclassified for the remaining federal and
state standards for nitrogen dioxide (NO2), sulfur dioxide (SOz), carbon monoxide (CO),
sulfates, hydrogen sulfide (H2S), lead, and visibility reducing particles.

Both the EDAQMD and SMAQMD has adopted CEQA Guidelines which specifies
thresholds of significance for construction related emissions. For construction projects, the
EDAQMD recommends a significance threshold of 82 Ibs/day for oxides of nitrogen (NOXx)
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and reactive organic gases (ROGs) (EDAQMD 2002), and the SMAQMD recommends a
significance threshold of 85 Ibs/day for NOx and no threshold for ROGs (SMAQMD 2009).

No Impact. Implementation of the Project would not conflict with or obstruct
implementation of the AQMD Air Quality Plan.

Less-than-Significant with Mitigation. Short-term, negligible air quality impacts

would result from the construction equipment and worker vehicles at the Project
site. A portable generator would be utilized during proposed construction activities,
and would be required to be registered by the Project owner through the California
Air Resources Board (CARB) prior to use. As described in Section 4.2 of the Project
Description, the number of pieces of construction equipment that would be utilized
at the Project site would be approximately eight (8) pieces of equipment. However,
during peak construction periods all 8 pieces of equipment would not be operating
simultaneously. Worker vehicles would also be limited (approximately 8 vehicles)
causing a less-than-significant impact to air quality standards to the region.

Short-term air quality impacts could result from fugitive dust emissions generated
during earthmoving activities. Additionally, the Project site is located within a
quarter mile buffer for a known area containing naturally occurring asbestos (NOA)
as identified on the Asbestos Review Areas Map for the Western Slope of the County
of El Dorado (EDAQMD 2009). The City would require the contractor to implement
Best Management Practices (BMPs) (MM-AIR-1) during proposed construction
activities to mitigate the impacts for fugitive dust emissions and the potential release
of asbestos form particulates.

Less-than-Significant. Short-term, negligible air quality impacts would result from
the construction equipment and worker vehicles at the Project site. The proposed
Project would not contribute a cumulatively considerable net increase of any criteria
pollutant to the air basin that would affect the ambient air quality status for the
federal and state ozone standards.

No Impact. There are no known sensitive receptors nearby the proposed Project site,
and therefore no impacts would occur to sensitive receptors.

No Impact. The proposed Project would not create objectionable odors and would
not result in excessive odors as defined under the EI Dorado County AQMD rules
for public nuisance odors.

Mitigation Measures

MM-AIR-1: To reduce fugitive dust emissions, the Project shall comply with the El
Dorado County AQMD Fugitive Dust Rule 223-2. The proposed Project would
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implement the AQMD recommended BMPs during the grading and earthmoving
phases of work to help ensure less-than-significant impacts to PMio air quality
emissions and the potential release of asbestos form particulates. These BMPs would
be included in the AQMD required Asbestos Dust Mitigation Plan Application.

The site is located within a suburban environment at the edge of the foothills of the Sierra
Nevada at an elevation of approximately 430 feet. The site of the PRFS Station lies within a
narrow strip of land between Sophia Parkway to the east and Galston Drive and Muirkirk
Court to the west. The vegetation at the site is within grassland characterized primarily by
introduced, annual grasses and weedy, invasive species, including yellow star thistle
(Centaurea solstitialis). There are no trees within the proposed areas of disturbance.

To the west of the project, across Galston Drive, is a housing tract that abuts a golf course.
To the north of the project, the open land widens toward a low, flat area and a detention
basin, which is approximately 350 feet from the Project. A culvert carrying drainage from
the slope to the east of Sophia Parkway empties into an open drainage ditch, approximately
40 feet from the proposed area of disturbance. The drainage ditch flows to the north and
empties into the detention basin. To the east of the project, across Sophia Parkway, there is
a large area of grassland that transitions into oak savannah up-slope.

The location of the Booster Pump Station would be within the existing footprint of an EID
lift station facility, and the pipeline installation connecting the Booster Pump Station with
the existing EID water main line would require construction of approximately a 75 foot
trench. All proposed work for the Booster Pump Station and associated pipeline would be
done within this existing, disturbed area located on a concrete pad and EID rights-of-way.
There is a drainage area approximately 20 feet north of the lift station. This area contains
riparian vegetation. With construction Best Management Practices (BMPs) that prevent
construction-associated effluent from entering this riparian habitat or nearby drainage
ditches, work on this portion of the project is not expected to have a substantial impact on
biological resources.

Explanations
a) Less-than-Significant with Mitigation. Results of queries of the California Natural
Diversity Database (CNDDB) and the United States Fish and Wildlife Service
(USFWS) database (databases accessed on July 23, 2009) for the area covered by the
four USGS topographic quadrangles; Folsom, Folsom SE, Buffalo Hill, and
Clarksville, are presented below in Table 2. Figure 3 displays the CNDDB
occurrences within 5 miles of the project. A review of the CNDDB and soils map
does not indicate the potential for rare, threatened, or endangered plants. The soil
at the site is mapped as Auburn Silt Loam, 2-30% slopes (USDA 1974). These soils
do not support the gabbro-endemic or serpentine-associated rare plants found in
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portions of ElI Dorado and Sacramento Counties. Other habitat conditions for the
remainder of the rare plants in Table 2 are not present at the site.

Of the special-status wildlife species listed in Table 2, two were identified that may
have habitat near the project. The species habitat descriptions and on-site
conditions are presented below.

Valley elderberry longhorn beetle (Desmocerus californicus dimorphus) (VELB):
Habitat consists of blue elderberry shrubs (Sambucus mexicana) in the Central
Valley and Sierra Nevada Foothills from approximately 0 to 3,000 feet elevation.
Elderberry shrubs typically occur along streams and in openings within
cismontane forests and woodlands. Blue elderberry was not observed during the
site visit but conditions at the site are favorable for the shrub and the beetle to
exist. The CNDDB indicates an occurrence approximately 1.7 miles to the
southwest of the project.

Because this species is federally threatened, any impacts to elderberry shrubs over
1-inch in diameter at ground level are considered significant and must be
mitigated. Since a complete survey for the shrubs was not completed, mitigation
measures are presented below (MM-BIO-1) that would bring the potential impact
to this species to a less-than-significant level.

Burrowing owl (Athene cunicularia ): The burrowing owl occurs in dry, open
grasslands on flat or rolling terrain; desert; scrubland or any other terrain
dominated by low-growing vegetation. Burrowing owls use the abandoned
burrows of ground-dwelling mammals such as ground squirrels, badgers, prairie
dogs or hares. The CNDDB indicates an occurrence approximately 3.5 miles to the
south of the project.

The burrowing owl is listed by the CDFG as a species of special concern.
Construction could directly or indirectly impact owls or their burrows if they are
near the site. The CDFG guidelines describe three types of impacts:

a. Disturbance or harassment within 50 meters (approx. 160 ft.) of occupied
burrows.

b. Destruction of burrows and burrow entrances. Burrows include structures
such as culverts, concrete slabs and debris piles that provide shelter to
burrowing owls.

c. Degradation of foraging habitat adjacent to occupied burrows.

To mitigate for potential impacts to burrowing owls, mitigation measures are
presented below (MM-BIO-2) that would bring the potential impact to this species
to a less-than-significant level.

Less-than-Significant with Mitigation. There is an area of riparian vegetation
adjacent to the north side of the EID lift station. No construction activity would
occur within the riparian habitat. Construction of the Booster Pump Station and
associated pipeline at this site could lead to very minor discharges of sediment or
concrete effluent into the adjacent riparian area with subsequent adverse
consequences to the vegetation. Given the small footprint of this project and the
short distance of trenching required to complete this portion of the project, any
discharges are likely to be negligible. These minor discharges would be even less
likely to cause significant damage to the vegetation. To prevent the discharge of
construction effluent or sediment, mitigation measures are presented below (MM-
BIO-3) that include BMPs which, when properly implemented, would contain all
potential construction discharges on-site and reduce potential impacts to less-than-
significant.

Less-than-Significant with Mitigation. As indicated above, there is a drainage
ditch that flows to a detention basin near the proposed PRFS Station and a
drainage area adjacent to the north of the proposed Booster Pump Station.
Construction activity could lead to very minor discharges of sediment or concrete
effluent in to the adjacent drainage ditch with subsequent adverse consequences to
water quality and aquatic species. Given the small footprint of this project and the
short distance of trenching required to complete this portion of the project, any
discharges are likely to be negligible. However, to prevent the discharge of
construction effluent or sediment, mitigation measures are presented below (MM-
BIO-3) that include BMPs which, when properly implemented, would contain all
potential construction discharges on-site and reduce potential impacts to less-than-
significant.

No Impact. The proposed Project would not involve any construction activity that
would restrict the movement of fish or wildlife or impede the use of native wildlife
nursery sites.

No Impact. The proposed Project would not interfere or conflict with any local
ordinances or policies protecting biological resources. The proposed project would
be in compliance with existing ElI Dorado County General Plan policies related to
biological resources (EDC 2004). General Plan Policy 7.3.3.4 requires minimum
setbacks from wetlands and intermittent streams of 50 feet or 100 feet for perennial
streams or lakes. The wetland near the EID lift station where the Booster Pump
Station would be built is, conservatively, 30 feet from the edge of the pavement
surrounding the lift station; however, no grading or ground disturbing activities
are necessary at this location. All work for the Booster Pump Station would occur
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f)

within the existing footprint of the lift station, except for the trenching required to
connect the pumps to the main in the roadway. The trenching for the pipe
installation would be over 50 feet from the wetland.

No Impact. The proposed Project would not interfere or conflict with the
provisions of an adopted Habitat Conservation Plan, Natural Community
Conservation Plan, or other approved local, regional, or state habitat conservation
plan. EI Dorado County is in the beginning stages of developing an Integrated
Natural Resources Management Plan (INRMP) as part of their 2004 General Plan
implementation. The INRMP would not be finished before the onset of the
activities associated with this project. The County has an existing Oak Woodland
Management Plan to provide for the protection of oak woodland resources
(OWMP 2008). The proposed project would not affect oak woodland habitat, and
therefore be in compliance with that plan.

Mitigation Measures
To mitigate potentially significant impacts to VELB, the burrowing owl, or wetlands,
mitigation measures are presented below that would bring the potential impacts to a less
than significant level.

MM-BIO-1: Pre-construction survey for elderberry shrubs and VELB.

To mitigate for potential impacts to VELB, the site should be surveyed using the
USFWS-issued protocols for elderberry shrubs and VELB. If elderberry shrubs that
are l-inch or greater in diameter at the base are located within the 100-foot
avoidance buffer, the USFWS would be notified and consulted on required
mitigation.

MM-BIO-2: Pre-construction survey for burrowing owl habitat and burrowing owls.
To mitigate for potential impacts to burrowing owls, the site should be surveyed
according to the CDFG-issued protocols for burrowing owl habitat and burrowing
owls. Phase 1 habitat assessment requires an initial evaluation within approximately
500 feet. If no suitable habitat exists, a Phase 1 habitat report is prepared and no
further surveys are required. If habitat exists, the CDFG would be notified and
consulted on required mitigation.

MM-BIO-3: Best management practices (BMPs) as described in the City of Folsom’s
Storm Water Quality Improvement Plan and the Storm Water Management Plan for
Western El Dorado County would be implemented prior to the Project, and during
and after construction activities. The BMP’s would identify both physical and
procedural practices to minimize erosion/runoff and identify proper handling and
storage of construction materials. The BMPs outlined in the Storm Water
Management Plan for Western EI Dorado County would be identified in the
required El Dorado County Department of Transportation Grading Plan, and the
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BMPs outlined in the City of Folsom’s Storm Water Quality Improvement Plan
would be identified in the required City of Folsom Community Development
Grading Plan.

Explanations

a)-b) Less-than-Significant with Mitigation. On July 22, 2009 the North Central
Information Center (NCIC) of the California Historical Resources Information
System conducted a thorough search of their records pertaining to the Project Area
of Potential Effect (APE). The NCIC reports no recorded prehistoric archaeological
site or historic-period resources listed with the California Historical Resources
Information System (CHRIS). The NCIC has three reports on archaeological
studies conducted within or adjacent to the current project area. In addition, State
and Federal inventories list no historic properties (buildings, structures, or objects)
within the proposed Project area (NCIC 2009). The NCIC report concluded that
there is a “low to moderate sensitivity for identifying historic-period cultural
resources in the Project area,” given the project area has been subject to activity
associated with the on-going development of Folsom (NCIC 2009).

Construction would require ground disturbing activities that could potentially
unearth previously unidentified, subsurface cultural resources. The Project
activities would take place within existing rights-of-ways of the City, EI Dorado
County Department of Transportation and EID, and previously disturbed areas
associated with the water main systems. The City would require the contractor to
implement mitigation measures (MM-CR-1 and MM-CR-2) during proposed
construction activities to minimize the potential impacts.

c) No Impact. No geologic strata that would contain paleontological resources exist
at the site.
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d) Less-than-Significant with Mitigation. During ground disturbing activities, there
is a potential to unearth previously unidentified human remains. To reduce the
potential of significantly disturbing or damaging human remains, mitigation (MM-
CR-03) would be incorporated.

Mitigation Measures

MM-CR-01: The contractor would have a qualified professional on-call who
would be contacted if, during excavation activities, any of the following or
other potential pre-historic/historic materials are unearthed:

MM-CR-03: In compliance with the California Health and Safety Code, Section
7050.5(b), if human remains are discovered, excavation would halt in the
immediate area and the county coroner would be notified. Within 48 hours of
notification, the coroner would determine whether the remains are of Native
American descent. If so, the Native American Heritage Commission would be
notified within 24 hours, and as required under Public Resources Code, Section
5097.98, the most likely descendants would be notified. Based on the above
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notifications, measures would be implemented that address the removal and

relocation of the remains.

No Impact. The Project would not expose people or structures to potential
substantial or adverse effects.

i) California Geological Survey does not list the counties of EI Dorado or
Sacramento as counties affected by the Alquist-Priolo Earthquake Fault
Zone. According to the Fault Activity Map of California and Adjacent
Areas, no active faults are located on the Project site (Bryant 2005).

i) The proposed Project would not expose people or structures to seismic
ground shaking. The Project does not occur in an area of active
seismicity. The USGS National Seismic Hazard Maps indicate that the
site has a 10% chance of exceeding shaking equivalent to 15% of g
(acceleration due to gravity-64% is considered severe) over the course
of 50 years (USGS 2009). In addition, the Project does not involve the
construction of structures which would regularly be occupied by
people.

Less-than-Significant. Short-term, negligible greenhouse gas emissions would
result from the construction equipment and worker vehicles. As described in
Section 4.2 of the Project Description, approximately eight (8) pieces of equipment
would be utilized at the Project site. However, during peak construction periods,
all 8 pieces of equipment would not be operating simultaneously. Worker vehicles
would also be limited (approximately 8 vehicles) causing a less-than-significant
impact to generation of greenhouse gas emissions in the region.

Less-than-Significant. Assembly Bill 32 (AB 32) established legislation in
September 2006 for the State of California to combat greenhouse gases and
promote the development and use of energy-efficient technologies. In addition, AB
32 established a comprehensive program of regulatory and market mechanisms to
achieve real, quantifiable, cost-effective reductions of greenhouse gas emissions.
The law requires a reduction of carbon emissions in California to 1990 levels by
2020. CARSB is the primary state agency designated to implement the requirements
outlined in AB 32.

Construction and operation of the Project would have minimal effects to
greenhouse gas emission reduction goals outlined in AB 32, since project activities
would be minor and temporary. For Project operations, long-term maintenance
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activities would require minimal vehicle miles traveled, since City and EID
employees currently inspect water main lines in the service area, and therefore
would have less-than-significant impacts to greenhouse gasses.

a) No Impact. The Project activities would take place within existing rights-of-ways
and easements of the City, El Dorado County Department of Transportation, and
EID, and previously disturbed areas associated with the water main system. The
Project would not require transport, use, or disposal of hazardous materials, and
therefore no impacts to the public or the environment regarding hazardous
materials would occur from implementation and future operations of the Project.

b) Less-than-Significant. Implementation of the Project would utilize construction
equipment for the trenching, grading, and graveling activities required for
installation of the pipeline and construction of the PRFS Station 8x10 concrete pad.

The proposed Project is located within the Sacramento River Basin, lower American River
subbasin, approximately one mile southeast of Folsom Lake. The site is on upland
predominantly characterized as grassland located in a suburban environment. There are
two wet features within a quarter mile radius of the project site; these include a drainage
ditch and a USGS identified intermittent stream.

The drainage ditch, located between Sophia Parkway and Muirkirk Court, outfalls from a
culvert under Sophia Parkway where it drains from south to north across the landscape
terminating at a low lying area more than 300 feet from the proposed PRFS Station.

The intermittent stream, located on the east side of Sophia Parkway, discharges into a low
lying area, which at the outermost riparian edge is more than 20 feet from EID’s existing
sewage lift station, where the proposed Booster Pump Station would be located.

Explanations

a) Less-than-significant with Mitigation. The proposed Project would not discharge
wastewater from the Project site. During project construction, earthmoving
activities, including trenching, would dislodge soil particles increasing the erosion
factor making the area more susceptible to wind and water (i.e., precipitation)
erosion. Additionally, equipment and material use could release chemicals,
including fuels, oils, solvents, and concrete by-products that could be transported
into the nearby drainage area or absorbed into groundwater. To reduce any
potential impacts and to help ensure that water quality standards are not violated,
mitigation measure (MM-HYD-1) would be implemented.

b) No Impact. The purpose of the proposed Project is to intertie existing water mains
to allow the flow of water between the City and EID for emergency purposes.
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With the limited use of water and the fact that both utilities receive their water
supply from surface waters, groundwater supplies would not be impacted.

c) Less-than-Significant. Except for the PRFS Station 8x10 concrete pad, the Project
components would either be trenched underground or located on an existing
concrete slab at the EID lift station. The PRFS Station would be located at the 8x10
concrete slab. However, the PRFS Station would be located to the south of the
drainage ditch to ensure the current drainage pattern is not disrupted. Therefore,
less-than-significant impacts would occur from erosion and siltation.

d) No Impact. There would be minimal changes to surface runoff patterns. The
proposed Project would not substantially change the rate or amount of runoff.
Therefore, no impacts would occur to potential flooding.

e) No impact. The proposed Project would not create or contribute runoff water and
would not add sources of polluted runoff.

f) Less-than-Significant with Mitigation. The proposed Project is not located in any
water features and the drainage ditch on the west side of Sophia Parkway would
be avoided. Additionally, as discussed in Section a) above, mitigation measure
MM-HYD-1 would be implemented to address stormwater runoff from the site
and to reduce the potential for erosion and pollutant runoff. With the avoidance of
the drainage ditch and the implementation of mitigation measures (MM-HYD-1),
the water quality in the surrounding area would not be substantially affected.

The City is proposing a pipeline interconnection between a water main operated by the City
and a water main operated by EID. Currently the systems are independent of each other,
and the Project would provide the ability to transfer water flow to and from either system
for emergency purposes. The purpose of the interconnection is to supply emergency water
from one party to the other, on a limited, short-term basis when reasonably unanticipated
and unforeseen emergencies interfere with either water purveyor’s ability to maintain
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reliable water service. The Project would be designed to meter flow between the City and
EID when emergency water is required by either system.

Explanations
a) The proposed Project would include construction BMPs to minimize environmental
effects. For the resource areas of air quality, biological resources, cultural resources,
geology and soils, and hydrology and water quality, there is a potential for
significant effects, but with the identified mitigation measures, all impacts would be
reduced to below a level of significance. The impacts and mitigation measures are
summarized in the following list:

Air Quality: Construction equipment and worker vehicles would cause a less-than-
significant impact to air quality standards in the region. However, short-term air
guality impacts could result from fugitive dust emissions during the proposed
Project activities. The City would require the contractor to implement BMPs to
reduce potential impacts to less-than-significant levels. The proposed mitigation
measures can be reviewed in the attached MMRP (Appendix A).

Biological Resources: A list of special-status species was prepared identifying
federally endangered, threatened, proposed and candidate aquatic and terrestrial
wildlife species that potentially occur within the Project area. To mitigate potentially
significant impacts to the Valley elderberry longhorn beetle, Burrowing owl, and
aquatic species, the City would implement proposed mitigation measures. The
proposed mitigation measures to reduce impacts to less-than-significant levels can
be reviewed in the attached MMRP (Appendix A).

Cultural Resources: On July 22, 2009 the North Central Information Center (NCIC)
of the California Historical Resources Information System conducted a thorough
search of their records pertaining to the Project Area of Potential Effect (APE). The
NCIC reports no recorded prehistoric archaeological site or historic-period resources
listed with the California Historical Resources Information System (CHRIS). The
NCIC has three reports on archaeological studies conducted within or adjacent to the
current project area. In addition, State and Federal inventories list no historic
properties (buildings, structures, or objects) within the proposed Project area (NCIC
2009). The NCIC report concluded that there is a “low to moderate sensitivity for
identifying historic-period cultural resources in the Project area,” given the project
area has been subject to activity associated with the on-going development of Folsom
(NCIC 2009). The proposed mitigation measures to reduce impacts to less-than-
significant levels can be reviewed in the attached MMRP (Appendix A).

Geology and Soils: The proposed installation of the pipeline intertie and building of
the concrete 8x10 concrete pad, could lead to substantial erosion or loss of top-soil.
Mitigation is proposed which would reduce potential impacts to less than
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significant. BMPs would be implemented during construction activities to prevent
sediment/pollutants from entering drainages and waterbodies during construction,
creating less-than-significant impacts to soils. The proposed mitigation measures can
be reviewed in the attached MMRP (Appendix A).

Hydrology and Water Quality: To minimize the potential of the proposed Project to
violate water quality standards or waste discharge requirements, BMPs would be
implemented during construction activities to prevent sediment/pollutants from
entering the local drainages. Implementation of the required mitigation measures
would result in less-than-significant impacts to water quality. The proposed
mitigation measures can be reviewed in the attached MMRP (Appendix A).

b) There are no known construction or other projects in the area that could contribute
to the effects of the proposed Project.
