BACKGROUND

The City of Folsom approved use of the utility bill to solicit voluntary donations to the FACC for use in funding community arts and cultural programs in 1997. Over the years, the FACC has used these donations to fund programs such as the printing of the resource directory, purchase of the exhibit panels for city hall exhibits and sponsoring the Family Entertainment Series. Donations through the utility bill program began to subside and FACC requested a change to the “special message” portion of the bill. At the recommendation of FACC, a new campaign for utility bill donations was launched in February 2006 called “Take pART in the ARTs.” FACC recommended the following programs be highlighted as beneficiaries of the donations:

1)  Capital Campaign for the Seniors and Arts Center. 

2) Public Art.  Funds could be earmarked for art work for the new sculpture garden at the Seniors and Arts Center. 

3) Arts Endowment Fund. Growing the arts endowment fund can be an ongoing goal by setting aside a percentage of all donations annually to the fund. 

4) Arts Education Program. An arts education program can range from enhanced art activities administered by FACC at the schools or through the new arts center. The FACC determined that such a program will take time to develop and should therefore be considered as a longer term goal. 

5) Municipal Art Gallery Programs.  Funds can be used to support the gallery exhibition program at the new Seniors and Arts facility at 48 Natoma Street. 

At the March 8 meeting, FACC was informed that it could make recommendation on expenditures for FY 06/07 in the amount of $9,322. These funds were derived from two different sources: $5,000 appropriated from the utility bill donation account and $4,322 in unused grant funds.  FACC made the following funding recommendations:

$2,500 
For a design fee for the development of art work for the sculpture garden at the new Seniors and Arts facility. Staff has requested a budget consideration of $25,000 in FY 07-08 for a public art project. The $2,500 could be used to solicit for design considerations for the project. If the $25,000 funding request is not approved, FACC could solicit funds through the utility bill donations, or from other private donations. 

$3,822
To sponsor the six fine arts gallery exhibits from May 06 - May 07. 

$3,000
For a new Public Art Fund 

At that meeting FACC members inquired about utility bill funding that may be available for FY 07/08. Staff indicated that the utility bill donation account would have $10,000 appropriated for the fiscal year. Chair SooHoo asked that the Commission review recommendation for expenditures for FY 07/08 at the April 12 meeting. 
DISCUSSION
Staff recommends that when considering expenditures from the donation fund, the FACC consider both the identified uses of the utility bill donations and how they align with the identified master plan priorities.  FACC prioritized the goals of the Arts and Cultural Master Plan and identified the top four goals and corresponding objectives as:

 #1)
Goal 7 – Encourage the development of public art that reflects the community’s

values and Folsom’s heritage. 

a) Objective 2 – Increase the number of art works.

#2)
Goal 5 – Maximize the contribution of arts and cultural programs to economic 
development and tourism. 

a) Objective 2 – Promote arts through marketing activities.

#3)
Goal 6 – Develop a plan that ensures financial viability for arts services and 
programs in the community.


a) Objective 3 – Pursue a variety of funding mechanisms for programs and 


facilities

#4)
Goal 9 – Preserve and promote Folsom’s past, present and evolving cultural heritage. 


a)
Objective 1- Serve as a community resource for recognizing and celebrating heritage.   

FISCAL IMPACT
To date, the donation account has $12,500 dollars in accumulated funds. Staff requested that $5,000 be appropriated for FY 06-07. These funds have been earmarked for the programs identified in the preceding discussion. The remaining fund balance of $7,500 and anticipated new donations of $2,500 will result in a fund balance of an estimated $10,000 for FY 07/08. If FACC chooses to make recommendations on the entire fund balance, there may a zero balance remaining at the end of FY 07/08. New donations are currently accumulating at approximately $250 per month. It is hoped that publicizing the use of the funds to sponsor the exhibition and the public art project will stimulate more donations through the utility bill program.  
RECOMMENDATION
Staff recommends that the FACC consider the following use of the utility bill funds:
$2,500 
For the “Concert in the Park” Program. This program receives widespread interest form the community and runs for 9 consecutive Friday evenings commencing June 15, 2007 and ending August 10, 2007. Although this program does not necessarily align itself with the original priorities as determined by the FACC, it has the potential to reach a wide cross section of the community and may help encourage future donations to the “Take pART in the ARTs” program. 
$2,500
Earmark for use for a Cultural Heritage program to be determined later in the year

$5,000
Reserve for determination of use later this year as FACC determines needs as the year progresses.  Perhaps the Public Art project for “48 Natoma” will require more funding or the FACC may wish to provide complimentary programming to the exhibitions program such as providing a school workshop or studio tour.
